LEGAL NOTICE RE: STRIKERS AND LIFERS CIVIL RICO LAWSUIT
(Keel v. Schwarzenegger, et al., U.S.D.C. No. CV 08-7591)

This is an important update for all prospective Interveners in the above— referenced case. Beginning September 17, 2009, the United States District Court Clerk began mailing documents to everyone who filed motions to intervene. This notice is intended to provide the Plaintiff's advisement and instructions.
First, some basics to set the stage. In this Author’s opinion, the Magistrate Judge's recommendations to dismiss the Civil RICO Complaint, and orders denying Motion for Appointment of Counsel and Motions to Intervene, are erroneous. Responses are being prepared. Any unfavorable orders or judgment will be appealed to the Ninth Circuit and U.S. Supreme Court, which may be necessary to establish precedent.
YOU ARE HEREBY NOTIFIED

All prospective Interveners in the above-referenced case must immediately contact the Plaintiff, Kenneth G. Keel, or a competent attorney, for preparing and filing appropriate responses to the District Court's Order denying motions to intervene. Failure to timely file responsive documents will be deemed a consent to dismiss you from this case.
With all of the complexities inherent in Civil RICO lawsuits, it is essential that, going forward, all aspiring Interveners must be committed and actively involved in the case. Start by preparing a short statement describing, if you qualified for release or a less severe sentence under Prop. 66, your occupation and earning potential from June 2005 to present.
If you have not already done so, as mentioned in this Author's last update, all prospective Interveners must "submit a CDC 1074 Form to your assigned counselors for approval to write ue directly. ... Send S.A,S.E. to SJRA for sample CDC 1074." (ADVOCATE, August 27, 2009, Vol. 1, Issue 6, Page 8.)
The Plaintiff has already submitted a. motion for an extension of time, to and including November 6, 2009, within which to file objections to the Magistrate Judge's recommendations. Additional time may be sought to prepare appropriate documents for aspiring Interveners
WHO IS PLAINTIFF?
The Blacks Law Dictionary definition of Plaintiff is: "A person who brings an action; the party who complains or sues in a civil action and is so named on the record. A person who seeks remedial relief for an injury to rights; it designates a complainant."
At this time, Kenneth G. Keel is the Plaintiff in propria persona (Attorney of Record) in. the above-referenced matter. Therefore, it is essential that everyone seeking to intervene must have direct communication with the Plaintiff.
Since most prospective Interveners have not personally met the Plaintiff, here are a few relevant details you need to know: Plaintiff is currently serving 25—years-to—life for a nonviolent property crime, under the "3—Strikes" law. October 15, 2009 is his 12th year anniversary as a political prisoner. In addition to being a highly effective "Jailhouse Lawyer," Plaintiff is a Paralegal, certified by the State of California, specializing in civil litigation, with credentials validated by the Accrediting Commission for Schools ("WASC"). Even more important, Plaintiff has a family, friends and community awaiting his release from prison. In short, freedom is the Plaintiff's goal.
ATTENTION EVERYONE ASSISTING INTERVENERS

Thanks to everyone who answered the call and smiled documents on behalf of prospective Interveners ("third parties"). Anyone who previously sent documents that were rejected by Folsom State Prison should contact this Author immediately for filing late Motions to Intervene. If you are not in prison or on parole, you do not need authorization to write Kenneth G. Keel on behalf of prisoners. However, do not send the prisoner’s legal documents or letters; only send your letter. Incoming mail is being screened. by CDCR staff, and envelopes containing an unauthorized prisoner's paperwork will be rejected and returned to sender.

IMMEDIATE HELP IS NEEDED
In 2008, this Author made a sincere attempt to assemble a team to get more accomplished. Unfortunately, the individuals were more concerned with their egos than ·their freedom. Therefore, the “complex litigation" case was researched, prepared and financed by yours truly. As with any class action RICO lawsuit with more than 160 members (and corresponding with about 50 third parties), there are considerable tasks and ongoing expenses for one person. At this time, the following help is needed: attorney assistance; Internet research assistance; and, financial assistance to help offset ongoing expenses (e.g., word processing supplies, copies, postage, stationary, etc.). Understandably, many aspiring class action members are indigent, and their families are struggling financially. Therefore, if you are able to help, please contribute generously· within your means. A FINAL RECOMMENDATION

California's Governor and Legislature have not done the right thing; the U.S. Supreme Court has betrayed us; the Federal Three—Judge Panel will not issue an order to release Strikers or Lifers; and, a proposed ballot initiative will not be attempted until 2012. For these reasons (and others), a foundation for change must begin within ourselves. Throughout history, many political prisoners were leaders. The same is true today. So, to have a highly effective movement, we must truly unite--i.e., start working smith each, other, and. not against our own best interests. Remember: "Failure lies not in the falling down, but in the staying down." Therefore, this Author recommends that everyone obtain and study the following book: The 7 HABITS OF HIGHLY EFFECTIVE PEOPLE, Powerful Lessons in Personal Change, by Stephen R. Covey, published. by Free Press, ISBN—l3: 978-0—7432·6951—3.  Practice and apply what your learn.
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
